Firefighting

Have you ever thought about being a firefighter? It is your 

day! Become a firefighter, feel the pungent smell of smoke, 

burden of the heavy oxygen tanks on your back and sweat 

drops on your forehead! Mounting the pipeline in full fire-

fighter gear, pumping the water and extinguishing the car 

wreck bursting in flames, are the experiences you will never 

forget. All under the close supervision of professional in-

structors. Each group is divided into fire squads. Each squad 

has a task to accomplish.

– extinguishing the car wreck – using fire extinguishers and 

foam aggregates. Participants are dressed in heat-proof 

suits and wear oxygen masks, so they can walk through the 

fire zone.

– technical rescue training. After a short demonstration 

squads have to cut the car wreck using plate shears and 

hydraulic actuators.

– medical rescue training. Basic principles of resuscitation. 

Taking care of the wounded and injured. Removing an in-

jured person from the car wreck.

– water cannon contest – participants have to fill a water 

tank from the distance of 30 meters using the water can-

non mounted on a top of the fire brigade car. 

– time lapse pumping with 150 year old hand fire pump 

mounted on a carriage.

– COBRA extinguisher demonstration – a latest generation 

of the fire extinguishers the water saw. Within just a few 

seconds COBRA is able to cut through a concrete wall, steel 

or stone with the water stream under the high pressure. 

– IFEX 3000 extinguisher demonstration – a hi-tech ex-

tinguisher enables to extinguish fire with a minimal 

dose of extinguishing agent thrown with the speed  

of 720 kph. 

We can also arrange a fire-fighting training, ending with the 

issue of the European Certificate of Fire Fighting Training.

MOUNTAIN AND CAVE RESCUE

Rescue action training with the use of GPS satellite navi-

gation systems. Small rescue teams are equipped with 

GPS devices and a computer with professional rescue 

management and documentation software. 

Cave rescue with the use of rope rescue and mountain-

eering and the speleo techniques. The goal of the training 

is the vertical and horizontal transport of injured caver on 

the French stretcher with the use of soft ropes.
